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Emergency Action Plan
For P. L. 566 Structures in Vernon County

A. INTRODUCTION

L Purpose and Intent

The purpose and intent of this emergency action plan (EAP) is primarily to safeguard the lives and secondarily to
reduce property damage of the citizens of Vernon County living along the rivers, streams and tributaries affected
by the presence of any of the County's twenty-two P. L. 566 Flood Control Structures in the event of flooding
caused by large runoff or failure of the Structures. As of January 1, 2004, 445 tax parcels covering 3,731 acres
(and improvements) valued at $3,202,130.00 are within the Breach Route Hazard Flood Zone. Seventy-five
individual homes or unimproved residential lots, or campgrounds are also within that Zone.

This plan is required under State of Wisconsin regulation - NR 333: Dam Design and Construction Standards
part .07 sub 4 (c) dated April 1987.

This plan will organize Vernon County's response to an impending catastrophic dam failure to reduce if not
prevent the loss of life and property and to reduce the County's liability in such an event.

Each dam, its hazard area, warning systems, evacuation routes, maps, etc. is described separately as outlined in the
Table of Contents. What follows is a general description of the Emergency Action Plan as it applies to all
structures in the County.



IL. Responsibility and Authority

The Vernon County Land Conservation Department and its Resource Conservationist are responsible for the
development and maintenance of the Emergency Action Plan (EAP). The following list identifies the persons or
groups responsible for carrying out the various components of the EAP. The authority for carrying out these

components is contained in Vernon County Board Resolution No. dated

III. Periodic Review, Testing and Updating

The Emergency Action Plan will be reviewed annually in January by a review committee composed of the
cosigners of the following approval document (or their representative) and one down stream landowner recruited
by the Resource Conservationist. The purpose of the review will be to evaluate the relevance and effectiveness of
the plan in light of:

. any change in upstream, downstream and structure conditions; or

. any known deficiencies in the application of the plan to an emergency situation.

The review will also serve as a refresher course for the emergency services providers. Recommendations of the
review committee will be incorporated into the Emergency Action Plan with approval of the Division of
Emergency Management and the Department of Natural Resources, Dam Safety Unit.

The Emergency Action Plan will be tested the first year following Plan approval and every third year after that at a
date and time to be confidentially set by the Vernon County Resource Conservationist. The test will involve the
mock emergency situations of impending breach of a structure and a test of resources following a catastrophic
breach of a structure. Items to be evaluated include:

. Response time from awareness of the impending breach to notification of downstream
landowners.

. Response time from awareness of the impending breach to notification of dam operator.

. Response time from notification of downstream landowners to evacuation to high ground.

. Response time from notification of emergency services (County Sheriff, ambulance, fire,
Emergency Management) to arrival at the site.

. Transport time from test site to medical facilities of "injured" citizens.

. Performance of standard communication lines.

. Performance of backup communication system.

. Performance of emergency drawdown drill.

. Performance of backups to emergency services simulating mechanical breakdowns.

. Response time from notification of engineer(s) and State officials to arrival on site.

Any and every surveillance and warning system will be initiated at 3:00 p.m. on the first Saturday of each month
for a 15-second interval. The test initiated on the first Saturday of January, April, July and October will use the
backup system. Any failure of the primary or backup system to initiate will be corrected within 24-hours.

B. IDENTIFICATION OF EMERGENCY
L Levels of Emergency

Three levels of emergency are established for the P. L. 566 Structures located in Vernon County.

Level 1 Emergency: This is a state of "watch" triggered by unusual spring runoff or a 10-year rainfall event
(4.23 inches of rain in a 24-hour period) or higher as measured at the official U. S. Weather Service monitoring

station.

The Vernon County Resource Conservationist will notify local radio and television stations to broadcast the
established public service announcement for this level of emergency. The announcement will identify the names of
all the structures and notify downstream residents that potentially damaging high water may occur on their
property in the next 24 hours. It will also emphasize that this is a "watch" similar to a thunderstorm or tornado
"watch"; and not a "warning" or an "evacuation notice" and to stay tuned to the station for any updates to the

emergency status or cancellation.

The Resource Conservationist will then direct the Response Team (see Appendix 1) to make a visual inspection
of the dam sites, checking for blocked inlets, unusual seepage in the embankment, noticeable movement of the
embankment material, and unsatisfactory performance of the outlet structures. An inspection will also be made of
the stream channel below the dam for a distance of 10,000 feet, checking for impediments to stream flow or other
unusual situations which might exacerbate the impact of potential high water.

Emergency service providers will be notified through standard or backup communication systems that a Level 1
Emergency is in effect for the P. L. 566 dams in the County and to be ready to respond to an increase in the
Emergency Level.

Any situation which will affect the performance of a dam and place downstream residents at imminent risk will
warrant the immediate upgrade of the event to a Level 2 or higher Emergency

Level 2 Emergency: This is a state of "warning' triggered by any of the following events:
. 100-year rainfall event (6.2 inches of rain in a 24-hour period) or higher.
. Non-catastrophic changes in a structure which suggest it would be prudent to notify

downstream residents that evacuation to higher ground may become necessary within the
next 6 hours.

. Obstructions in the downstream channels which will have an immediate impact on a



specific landowner.

Level 2 Emergency (Cont.)

The Vernon County Resource Conservationist will notify local radio and television stations to broadcast the
established public service announcement for this level of emergency. The announcement will identify the name of
the affected structures and notify downstream residents that potentially damaging high water will occur on their
property in the next 12 hours. It will also emphasize that this is a "warning" similar to a thunderstorm or tornado
"warning" and that measures should be taken to protect low-lying property and to prepare for evacuation should
it become necessary. Residents will be reminded to stay tuned to the station for any updates to the emergency

status or cancellation.

Emergency service providers will be notified to put their personnel on standby and to expect mobilization of

evacuation and transport plans.

By prior arrangement, the local U. S Weather Service Monitoring Station will have notified the Resource
Conservationist that a 50-year rainfall (5.4 inches in 24 hours) has accumulated. This will initiate a detailed
physical and visual inspection of the structures by the Response Team to determine if a principal spillway is
flowing or will flow within the next three hours; if changes in a structure are occurring; or if a landowner is

threatened by obstructions in a downstream channel.

Should any noticeable changes occur in a structure, such as seepage in the embankment or mass movement of fill
material, the Engineer and the State Dam Safety Agency will be notified to proceed to the site immediately.
Upon arrival, a professional evaluation of the situation will be made to determine what, if any, procedures need to
be carried out to protect the structure or to upgrade the situation to a Level 3 Emergency. A description of the
situation over the telephone to the Engineer may be enough to move to a Level 3 Emergency.

The State Dam Safety Engineer first on-site will coordinate the services of other engineering personnel and direct
their efforts of evaluating other threatened structures. The Vernon County Sheriff will coordinate and direct
combined police activities. The Viroqua Fire Chief will coordinate and direct combined fire/hazardous material
actions. Evacuation of downstream residents will be carried out the National Guard unit.

Level 3 Emergency: This is state of "evacuation notice" triggered by any of the following events:
. Rise of water to within 1/2 foot of the emergency spillway elevation
. Determination by the Engineer or State Dam Safety Officer that structure failure is

probable or that emergency drawdown measures will not be effective in preventing the
failure of the structure

. Water levels within 1/2 foot of emergency access route elevations for affected downstream
residents.



The Resource Conservationist will notify local radio and television stations to broadcast the established public
service announcement for this level of emergency. The announcement will identify the names of the structures
affected and notify downstream residents that their property is in imminent danger of being inundated by high
water and to evacuate their property immediately. The announcement will direct residents to the nearest
established
Level 3 Emergency(Cont.)
emergency shelter. In addition, the announcement will direct emergency services personnel to report to their
duty stations.
* Emergency services personnel will be mobilized to the site to aid in evacuation of
residents, direct traffic, provide emergency health care, secure utilities and fight
or prevent fire.
*  Emergency shelter staff will be directed through standard or backup communication
systems to go to the shelter site.
*  The command center will be established according to plan to coordinate and direct the
flow of services and communication. If not already on site, the engineer and the State
Dam Safety Agency will be notified to go immediately to the command center for the
duration of the Level 3 Emergency.
*  Roadblocks will be established along roads and highways by the Sheriff’s Department leading to high
water sites to allow emergency vehicles free and unobstructed access to residents, property and dams.
*  Preventive action measures to prevent or delay the possible failure of a structure will be
carried out under the direction of the Engineer. (See Page 10).

Multiple-Structure Level 3 Emergencies

In the event that more than one structure meets one or more of the three criteria listed above, emergency services
managers will bring in additional personnel according to established procedure. This may consist of calling in
additional municipal police agencies, additional volunteer fire departments, County and/or Township highway
personnel, on-call medical staff, other NRCS Engineers or NRCS State Office Engineers, additional State Dam
Safety staff, the 1107th Transportation Company of the National Guard, utility company repair crews (electric, gas,
telephone), etc.

11 Public Information System

The primary vehicle for informing the public of a dam related emergency is the local radio and television broadcast
and cable system stations. Public service announcements for each level of emergency will be prepared and
reviewed by broadcast personnel. Procedures will be established for use of the emergency broadcast system in the
event of loss of primary power to the station. The following is a list of radio and television services:

In the event of a Level 3 Emergency, local law enforcement personnel will also drive by homes announcing the
need to evacuate over the vehicle PA system.

Once the Emergency Action Plan is approved, informational brochures will be developed and mailed to all
downstream landowners. The flyer will outline the purpose of P.L. 566 structures, responsibilities as landowners,
and the procedures to follow in the event of an emergency. The flyer will be mailed out every three years after that
to cover changes in ownership and to reinforce the need for preparedness.

The annual review of the Emergency Action Plan will be a public meeting announced two weeks in advance. This
will allow interested residents to provide ideas and to view the process of maintaining the Emergency Action Plan.

111 Emergency Shelters
Several sites have been designated as Emergency Shelters following the Vernon County Emergency

Management Plan of Operations. The shelters will be staffed by volunteer and agency personnel with assistance

from various state and federal units of government.



1v. Surveillance and Warning Systems

The system of surveillance has been described in the definitions of the three Emergency Levels

C. PREVENTIVE ACTIONS

If inspections by the Response Team discover compromises to a structure (seepage, settling of fill, severely
blocked inlets), then preventive measures must be taken to diminish the potential for dam failure. Two levels of
preventive action are described here allowing quick response to rapidly changing conditions.

The first level involves easily treatable situations that can be addressed by County staff. Examples would be
opening gates/valves no more than necessary to allow a maximum of 25% additional flow through an inlet or
removing loose debris from inlets.

The second level involves situations requiring the use of heavy equipment or the application of engineering
principles to rapidly relieve hydrostatic pressure on a structure. Examples would be:

. use of a dragline to remove large, impacted debris from an inlet;

. use of an excavator and dump trucks to load and haul away floating debris near the inlet of an
emergency spillway;

. pumping water from the pool area in excess of the capacity of the principal and emergency
spillways;

. opening valves/gates to 100%. if accessible; or

. breaching the structure to prevent catastrophic failure.

The Resource Conservationist will notify the Engineer and the State Dam Safety Agency that such conditions
have been discovered and request that they report to the site for evaluation and direction of actions.

D.

RE-ENTRY AND RECOVERY

Re-entry and recovery procedures are established for the aftermath of a Level 3 Emergency once high water has

receded.

The County Highway Commissioner will inspect all roadways and bridges to detect the extent of damage
(if any), serviceability, and need for emergency repairs. The Commissioner and Sheriff will establish and
mark reentry routes for use by emergency services

Where utility lines are affected, appropriate utility personnel will evaluate their own facilities.

The County Response Team will inspect individual properties to determine if free standing

gasoline, fuel oil or LP gas tanks have been compromised. If any have, the appropriate vendor,
hazardous materials handling personnel and fire department will be notified.

The Response Team will describe and photograph any damage to property, buildings,

livestock, equipment, machinery and residences.

The County Health & Human Services office will draw water samples from wells to test for high

levels of harmful bacteria, protozoa and sediment.

Emergency Management will assist with providing temporary shelter, clothing and food for

residents with help from various charitable organizations and private donations of time and

materials.

The NRCS Engineer, State Dam Safety Agency personnel and the County Resource Conservationist
will inspect and evaluate affected PL. 566 structures, mechanisms and appurtenances for damage caused
by

high water levels, flow of water and floating debris.

Residents with damaged dwellings and/or structures will need to provide evidence of habitability

and structural soundness to the Resource Conservationist before reestablishing permanent

residence on or in the affected properties.

Description of Dam
BA 02 is located in the South 1/2 of Section 19, T1I3N R04W in the Town of Viroqua; 1/2 mile west of U.S. Highway
14 on the north side of Springville Road; approximately 1 mile north of the City of Viroqua. It is a dry dam completed
in 1963 at a cost of $35,098 for the purpose of protecting farm buildings, isoloated homes, agricultural land and
township and county roads located within the regulatory floodplain. It was not designed to protect homes within the
regulatory floodway. The dam is sited on property currently owned by La Verne Dunnum and is operated by the
Vernon County Land & Water Conservation Department.

U. S. Highway 14 on CTH'Y". It is a wet dam completed in 1974 at a cost of $812,225 for the purpose of the public
with recreational waters; and protecting farm buildings, isolated homes, agricultural land and township and county

roads located within the regulatory floodplain. The dam was repaired from an abutment/embankment leak in 1978/79.

It was not designed to protect homes within the regulatory floodway. CTH 'Y" utilizes the top of the dam as a roadbed.

Water Conservation Department.

The dam is sited
on property currently owned by Stuart (Reid) Ludlow. and is operated by the Vernon County Land Conservation
Department.
